DIRECTIONS TO MOON IVY HILL

From East of us, like Addison, Binghamton, Corning, Elmira, NYC: 
Take the 17 (soon to be 86) to the Painted Post/15 South exit.  Take a left at the stop light at the top of the ramp and follow 15 south to the Addison/417 exit. Turn Right at the bottom of the ramp off the highway, and follow 417 West through Addison and past Tuscarora.  You will see the “W & W” Grocery Store/gas station on your left and from that point you are about four total miles from Moon Ivy Hill (your destination!)  Continue on 417 until you see a cemetery on your left and then a large tractor equipment sales place on the left, also, called New Holland. Turn Left there and drive down into the little town of Woodhull. From here you’ve only got about two more miles to go. See directions below for once in town.

From North of us, like Bath or Hammondsport, etc. : 
Take the 17East (soon to be 86) to the Painted Post/15 South exit.  Follow 15 south to the Addison/417 exit. Turn Right at the bottom of the ramp off the highway, and follow 417 West through Addison and past Tuscarora.  You will see the “W & W” Grocery Store/gas station on your left and from that point you are about four total miles from Moon Ivy Hill (your destination!)  Continue on 417 until you see a cemetery on your left and then a large tractor equipment sales place on the left, also, called New Holland. Turn Left there and drive down into the little town of Woodhull. From here you’ve only got about two more miles to go. See directions below for once in town.

From West of us, like Andover, Arkport, Canisteo, Dansville, Hornell, Wellsville, Rochester: 
If you’re coming from Rochester, take the 390 south to the second Dansville exit (#4) and turn Right at the bottom of the ramp onto 36South.  Otherwise, if you’re coming from any of the other towns noted above, or others around them, take whichever is nearer to your starting point…route 36South OR 417East all the way through the little town of Jasper and continuing on about 6 more miles to Woodhull (look for the signs on your right). Turn Right at the  New Holland tractor store and you’ll find yourself entering the village of Woodhull (If you see a cemetery on your right or get to the W&W Grocery on your right, you’ve gone a wee bit too far).  From here you’ve only got about two more miles to go. See directions below for once in town.

From South of us, like Lewisberg, Harrisburg, etc.: 
Take the 15North to the Addison/Erwin exit and head West toward Addison. Turn Left at the bottom of the ramp off the highway, and follow 417 West through Addison and past Tuscarora.  You will see the “W & W” Grocery Store/gas station on your left and from that point you are about four total miles from Moon Ivy Hill (your destination!)  Continue on 417 until you see a cemetery on your left and then a large tractor equipment sales place on the left, also, called New Holland. Turn Left there and drive down into the little town of Woodhull. From here you’ve only got about two more miles to go. See directions below for once in town.

ONCE IN THE TOWN OF WOODHULL

You'll see the Post Office on the Right, the Old Mill Cafe, the food market, a “Progressive Insurance” and a Funeral Home on the Right corner and across from The Sugar Bush Gift Shop, now closed. A Bank is on the left.  TURN RIGHT AT THE FUNERAL HOME.  Follow that as if you're heading out of town. You'll see a Fire Dept. on the Right, playground on the left. The road will make a sharp bend (90 degree angle) to the Left, and you'll see a sign pointing in that direction for Austinburg, PA 8 miles... 
DO NOT CONTINUE GOING TO THE LEFT (that is 103).    INSTEAD
HEAD STRAIGHT UP AHEAD, ONTO COUNTY RT. 82 (which begins there at that point). You'll see a sign that says "Troupsburg 8 miles" and it’s a little hill you’ll be going up.  From that point you will travel about 1.5 miles to the first road on the LEFT. That is OLMSTEAD ROAD, and it’s the very first road possible to turn left on. You'll see a home on the left with a sign out front advertising Adult German Shepherds for sale, and a great number of thoroughbred horses (she rescues retiring race horses).  You’ll also see a few old farmhouses on the right along the way, too. Anyway, head down that hill/road and cross a bridge (under construction, but safe, passable and approved) at the bottom, then head back up the hill (ala 'roller coaster road'). 

You'll CROSS a dirt road (Colvin Hill on left/Paul Rd. on right), and continue up the hill until the road levels out. You'll see a large, red sawmill building on the right and a mailbox on the left with a black bear made of wood on top of it. The green mailbox will say "Moon Ivy Hill" along the sides and on the end of it, on the door, the no.#4526.  Turn left into the driveway and park anywhere you can.  You’ll likely see a green F150 pickup there. The house is a ranch style with hemlock board and batants. There is a detached garage/studio/workshop.  You'll see a two-story, weathered, barn below on your left and ponds, a round training arena, chicken house, goat pen, etc., beyond. You'll see a post with a large bell hanging from it.
